Readers Take Care of Books


Day 1 – Readers pick up books by the spine
· Connect: “Remember how last week, we talked about how we love to read books and we shared some of our favorite books?” 
· Teaching point: “Today readers, I am going to show how to hold a book by the spine when you take it out of the basket.”
· “Readers, I want to show you some parts of the book.”
· Show front, back, and spine
· “We have many books in our reading library.  For our books to last a long time, we have to take good care of them.  One way to help keep our books new is when you take the book out of the basket, you pick it up by the spine.”
· Show the spine on 3 different looking books.
· “I have a basket here in front of me.  Let me show you the correct way to get a book out of the basket.”
· Active Engagement:

· “As I take the books out of the basket, give me a thumbs up if I’m doing it correctly or a thumbs down if I am not.  Can you show me a thumbs up?  How about a thumbs down (model and practice before you begin).”
· Practice taking the books out the correct way and the wrong way.
· Link: “Readers, today and everyday when you go to read at the tables, make sure you pick up the books by the spine to help keep them in good shape.”
· Read: (3 minutes)

· Share: 

· Call a few students to show the class how to correctly pick books up by the spine.
Day 2- Readers put books away
· Connect: “Remember how yesterday, we talked about how to hold a book by the spine when taking it out of the basket?” 
· Teaching point: “Today readers, I am going to show you how to take a book out of the basket and how to put it back carefully by holding the spine and the title facing front.”
·  “Readers, I want to show you the parts of the book again.”
· Show front, back, and spine, cover/title
· “When we sit at our tables during readers workshop, it is important the our friends can see the front of the book so they know what book they want to choose.”
· Show the front of the book and the title on 3 different looking books.
· “I have a basket here in front of me.  Let me show you the correct way to place a book in the basket.”
· Hold spine, front cover facing up
· Active Engagement:

· “As I place the books back in the basket, give me a thumbs up if I’m doing it correctly or a thumbs down if I am not.  Can you show me a thumbs up?  How about a thumbs down (model and practice before you begin).”
· Practice putting the books back in the basket the correct way and the wrong way.
· Link: “Readers, today and everyday when you go to read at the tables, make sure you pick up the books by the spine to help keep them in good shape and place them in the baskets with the front facing up.”
· Read: (3 minutes)

· Share: 

· Call a few students to show the class how to correctly pick books up by the spine and put the books back in with the front facing up.
Day 3- Readers turn pages carefully
· Connect: “Remember how yesterday, we talked about how to hold a book by the spine and placing the front of the book up when taking it out of the basket?” 
· Teaching point: “Today readers, I am going to show you how to turn the pages carefully.”
·  “Readers, I want to show you the parts of the book again.”
· Show front, back, spine, and the pages of the book.
· “When I pick up a book, I carefully open up the cover and look at the title that’s on the first page.  Then I like to hold the page by the bottom corner and carefully turn it.  I turn one page at a time and look at all the pictures and words.”
· Model how to turn the pages carefully by turning the bottom corner.
· Active Engagement:

· “Have each child get a book or pass a book out to them.  Have them practice turning the pages.
· Link: “Readers, today and everyday when you go to read at the tables, make sure turn the pages carefully at the bottom corner of the book.”
· Read: (3 minutes)

· Share: 

· Call a few students to show the class how to correctly turn the pages of a book.
Day 4- Readers place their books flat on the table
· Connect: “Remember yesterday we talked how to turn pages very carefully?” 
· Teaching point: “Today readers, we are going to work on placing our books flat on the table when we read.”
· Active Engagement:

· Model for them how to place the book flat on the table and turn the page one at a time while reading. Have them give you a thumbs up or a thumbs down if you are reading the book correctly. Model the right way and wrong way to hold books.
· Link: “Readers, today and everyday when you go to read at the tables, make sure your book is flat on the table.”
· Read: (3 minutes)

· Share: 

· Option 1: Raise hands and tell their favorite book at the table and why.  Choose as many as time allows.
· Option 2: Have them practice laying their books flat on the table or mat.
Day 5- Readers practice taking care of books
· Connect: “Remember how yesterday, we learned how to set books flat on the table?”
· Teaching point: “Today readers, I want to show remind you how to choose a book, read a book, and put it away carefully.  Also, I am going to show what happens when you find a book that is damaged.”
· Review Days 1 through 4. Hold books by the spine, put books away carefully, turn pages carefully, and books flat on the table.
· If you have time, review how to take care of a damaged book by using a book hospital.
·  “Sometimes when you read a book pages get torn or ripped.”

· “Many times, it is an accident (that means you didn’t mean to rip a page).  Sometimes it happens when we forget to treat our books carefully.” 
· Examples: throwing, stepping on, turning pages roughly
· “If you find a book that does have a rip, you can take it to the book hospital.  This is where we put books to get fixed.  After they are taped, I will have the class librarian return them to their place.”
· Active Engagement:

· Option 1: Have a few students come up and demonstrate the skills learned on days 1-4 or have the class practice at their tables.
· Option 2: “Turn and tell your partner where you will put a book if it gets ripped.”
· Link: “Readers, today and everyday when you read, hold books by the spine, put books away carefully, turn pages carefully, and books flat on the table. If you find a book that is ripped, put it in the book hospital.”
· Read: (3 minutes)

· Share: 

· Option 1: Have an example of a book that is torn, have the class librarian put the book in the book hospital.
· Option 2: Teacher acknowledges a few students who demonstrated the skills learned.
